Let’s Share the Word
Key Texts:  Exodus 19:6; Deut. 4:12-13 & 7:9; 10:12-13; Genesis 18:18-19; Amos 3:3; Isaiah 56:7. 

Themes to Explore
1. To sign a covenant on the law for Israel meant justice, equal rights and duties for everyone, responsible ethics. 
2. In choosing Israel as custodian of the covenant of the law God wanted to make Israel a witness of the values for humanity contained in it.
3. The law instructs and gives wisdom, it does not save, and transgression of it condemns. 

Suggestions for Teaching and Spiritual Objectives:
Discuss the beauty and usefulness of the law. Reflect on our mission as witnesses of its validity.


Possible Questions for Deeper Study, Sharing and Application:
